ALEXANDER, VITTER ANNOUNCE GRANT FUNDING FOR

RAPIDES PARISH
$200,000 SECURED IN FEDERAL FUNDING

Washington, D.C. -- U.S. Rep. Rodney Alexander, R-Quitman, and U.S. Sen. David Vitter, R-
Louisiana, announced today that Bayou Latanier Water System, Inc. will receive a grant totaling
$200,000, which will be used to complete construction of a new water system in rural Rapides
Parish.

According to the USDA, this grant will be used to complete construction of a new water system
to serve 140 residents of rural Rapides Parish. The new system will include a 75,000-gallon
elevated tank, water mains, and a chlorination injection system.
