entity that involve coins or currency will be 7

fully capable of— 8
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‘‘(i) accepting $1 coins in connection 1

with such operations; and 2

‘‘(ii) other than vending machines 3

that do not receive currency denominations 4

higher than $1, dispensing $1 coins in con-5

nection with such operations; and’’. 6
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
