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TITLE I

Title I contains “The International Climate Cooperation Re-engagement Act of 2007,” which maps out the monumental diplomatic effort that will be needed to avert the most damaging aspects of climate change.  This title has detailed findings establishing the global scientific consensus that climate change can only be mitigated by a coordinated global response that reduces global greenhouse gases to a level that quickly stabilizes their concentration in the earth’s atmosphere.  The findings review the global effort to date, highlighting the inadequacy of the current Kyoto regime that only restricts the emissions of countries accounting for 32 percent of global greenhouse gas emissions.  The findings also document the six-year U.S. withdrawal from global climate diplomacy and the monumental efforts of other leading States, the Secretary General of the UN, and others to engage the U.S. in an effort to craft a broader binding agreement that involves all major greenhouse gas emitters. 

The title contains a statement of policy mandating U.S. diplomatic re-engagement in and leadership of the effort to reach a global agreement that requires binding emissions mitigation commitments from all the major emitters including China, India, and Brazil.  It stipulates that the U.S. will participate within the G-8, with the European Union, and bilaterally with Japan, Australia, China, India, and Brazil in a major diplomatic push this year to immediately begin building consensus on the shape that such an agreement might take.  It also lays out, in detail, the elements (binding reduction targets; flexible mechanisms; technology agreements, etc) that a final agreement to replace Kyoto, negotiated under the existing UN framework should contain to make it workable and scientifically viable. 

This title also creates a new position within the Department of State, the Ambassador at Large for Global Climate Change.  The Ambassador at Large for Global Climate Change will head an Office of Global Climate change, and will be the primary individual responsible for advancing US goals with respect to reducing the global emission of greenhouse gasses and addressing the challenges posed by global climate change.  The Ambassador at Large will serve as the lead adviser to the President and Secretary of State on global climate change issues.

TITLE II
Title II provides for the authorization for energy export policy and assistance programs.  This title has findings that recognize earlier pieces of legislation that support clean and renewable energy exports and how these provisions were largely not implemented due to a lack of federal funding.  The findings also recognize the importance of emerging markets, particularly India and China, in the global climate change challenge, and how the challenge of energy security severely affects developing countries.  The findings promote the need for export of clean energy technologies as well as appropriate policy frameworks to accept such technologies.  It is also noted that both public and private sector capital will be needed to fulfill future demand.  
There are several authorizations of assistance described in this title, summarized below:

· Creating Market Conditions Conducive to Clean and Efficient Energy Technologies in Developing Countries – This provision authorizes USAID to support policies and programs that promote energy efficiency, renewable energy, and clean energy technologies to produce the necessary market conditions for the private sector delivery of energy and environmental management services. It authorizes $200M annually for FY08-FY12.  In recent years, USAID has spent between $100M and $180M on such programs.

· Export Promotion and Outreach Program for India and China – This provision authorizes the Department of Commerce to expand or create a corps of Foreign Commercial Service officers to promote U.S. exports in clean and efficient technologies and build the capacity of government officials in India and China to become more familiar with the available technologies.
· Clean and Efficient Energy Trade Missions – This provision authorizes the International Trade Administration within the Department of Commerce to expand or create trade missions to and from the U.S. to encourage private sector trade and investment in clean and efficient energy technologies. 

· OPIC – There are findings that state that many emerging markets have immense energy needs and will require significant investment in the energy sector in the coming decades and that the use or lack of use of clean and efficient energy technologies can have a dramatic effect on the rate of global greenhouse gas emissions in the coming decades.  There is also a Sense of Congress that OPIC should promote greater investment in clean and efficient energy technologies by providing outreach to U.S. companies and by giving preferential treatment in project evaluations to those that involve the investment or utilization of these technologies.
· Global Climate Change Exchange Program – This will fund exchanges between the United States and foreign countries of students, scholars, and professionals engaged in study and research related to reducing the emission of greenhouse gasses and addressing global climate change challenges.  The funding will be for study and research at institutions in the United States and abroad.  

· Clean Energy Technology Exports Initiative (CETE) – The CETE initiative was created in 2001 but has faltered due to a lack of funding and high level attention.  This provision addresses both of those concerns and authorizes the nine-agency CETE initiative with [$5M] annually for FY08-FY12.  In recent years, the CETE initiative has been appropriated approximately $500K annually.

Title III

This title establishes an ‘International Clean Energy Foundation' that focuses on reducing global greenhouse gas emissions by using funds to promote projects outside of the United States that serve as models of how to significantly reduce the emissions of global greenhouse gases through clean and efficient energy technologies, processes and services and by leveraging resources through partnerships with foreign governments, and domestic and foreign private actors.  It authorizes $20M annually for FY08-FY12.
