Dear Mr. President:
Last week, Southeast Michigan was struck by intense rainfall which resulted in widespread flooding in many communities in Wayne County. It has already been estimated that 10,000 homes and businesses were damaged at a cost of at least $50 million. To make matters worse, most home and business owners were not covered by flood or renter’s insurance. Because of the extent of the damage, I would ask that you declare Wayne County a disaster area.
Yesterday, Michigan Governor John Engler issued a disaster declaration for Wayne County, following a declaration by Wayne County Executive Edward McNamara. It is my understanding that officials from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) are currently on the ground assessing the damage. I am hopeful that they will quickly verify the damage reports, as it is essential that federal aid be provided to the affected communities in the most expedient fashion.
I thank you in advance for your prompt assistance on this important matter. Should your staff have any questions regarding the flooding in Southeast Michigan, please do not hesitate to contact me.
