Cuts to America’s Priorities: 
• 	 Not a single dollar in the President’s budget for uninsured Americans while 13 million Iraqis – half 

its population – will receive basic health care access 
• 	 Not a single dollar in the Energy bill for modernizing the nation’s power grid while Bechtel Group 

spends $1,000,000,000 to repair electricity network based in Basra 
• 	 Pell Grant higher education loans frozen while bidding occurs on proposed $30 million, 12-month 

grant for Iraqi colleges and student exchanges 
• 	 Hospital emergency room doors closed to more uninsured Americans while ensuring maternity 

care for 100% of the Iraqi population 
• $1,500,000,000 in proposed military housing cuts while America rebuilds new Iraqi Army 
• U.S. Army Corps of Engineers funding is frozen while Port of Umm Qasar totally rebuilt 
• Highway and mass transit cut $7.6 billion while 28,000 miles of Iraqi roads are rebuilt 
• $95,000,000,000 proposed cut to Medicaid 
• $8,000,000,000 cut to “No Child Left Behind” education programs 
• $6,200,000,000 cut to Veterans Programs over 10 years 
• $6,100,000,000 cut to Title I assistance for disadvantaged schools 
• $2,800,000,000 cut to Social Security

• $204,000,000 cut to Head Start

• 28,000 children cut from Head Start 
• 75,000 poor families cut from Section 8 housing assistance 
• 91 cent average Food Stamp benefit per meal cut to 84 cents. 
• 476,000 low-income elderly and disabled cut from Social Security benefits 
• 268,000 low-income children cut from child care assistance 
• 13,600,000 children cut from Medicaid health coverage 
• 340,000 welfare-to-work slots cut under Temporary And Needy Family assistance 
• 2,400,000 children cut from school lunches/child nutrition programs 
• 65,000 abused and neglected children cut from foster care eligibility payments 

Results of President Bush’s failed economic plan: 
• 3,100,000 private sector jobs lost, including 2.5 million manufacturing jobs 
• 4,000,000 more uninsured Americans 
• 2,000,000 more Americans have fallen from middle class into poverty 
• $1,000,000,000 in foreclosed assets
