Further FDA Negligence!

Dear Colleague:

On this Thursday, February 10th, I will be reintroducing “Holly’s Law” (108th, H.R. 3453). This legislation calls for the GAO to conduct a 6 month independent review of the approval process the FDA used to declare the abortion drug, RU-486, “safe and effective”.

Since the FDA approved RU-486 under an expedited procedure designed for drugs to treat life-threatening conditions, RU-486 has been linked to the deaths of three American women. If a review finds that the FDA violated its own rules the suspension of RU-486 would be indefinite. Without this call for a GAO review, we are allowing the FDA to slap a BandAid on the bigger problem of the unknown consequences of RU-486.

Please join with Congressman Ralph M. Hall and me to protect the lives and health of pregnant women from the life threatening drug RU-486.
