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King Comments on

Saddam Hussein Execution

KIRON – U.S. Congressman Steve King (IA-05) tonight released the following statement regarding the execution of Saddam Hussein:

“The name Saddam Hussein will live in infamy.  He was the brutal, barbaric butcher of Baghdad who tortured and killed his enemies through some of history’s most horrible means.  Saddam forced people feet first through shredding machines, some of the most gruesome torture imaginable.  Saddam kept professional rapists on the payroll to torture women and terrorize their families.  Rape rooms were real and active.  He raised his sons Uday and Qusay to be as brutal as Saddam.  They kept lions at palaces and fed their enemies to them.    

“Saddam Hussein gassed his own people, killing hundreds of thousands with weapons of mass destruction.  He was responsible for the deaths of hundreds of thousands more, some at his own hand.  Saddam Hussein was found guilty of “crimes against humanity,” for which there is only one sentence available under Iraqi law-death by hanging.  

“I have twice met with the judges who sat in judgment of Saddam.  I strongly urged them to accept the risk to their lives and their families, reject all forces military, terrorist, and political against them and establish for posterity an independent judiciary.  They have succeeded in the face of tremendous forces.  Some of the judges saw family members murdered.  

“Most of the judges who sat in judgment of Saddam were appointed by Saddam himself.  I expect the irony was not lost on Saddam as he contemplated his final hours and his destination in eternity, his demonic soul burning in the pits of perdition.  

“Today, I am grateful because the rule of law was upheld in Iraq.  We are another big step closer to a final victory in Iraq and the Global War on Terror.”
