***COSPONSOR THE MARRIAGE PROTECTION ACT***

Dear Colleague:

During the 109th Congress my friend and former colleague Representative John Hostettler introduced the “Marriage Protection Act,” (H.R. 1100) in response to activist judges attempting to change the traditional definition of marriage.  I plan to reintroduce an identical bill into the 110th Congress and I hope you will consider co-sponsoring it. 

This straightforward bill simply states that no courts created by an Act of Congress will have jurisdiction to hear cases regarding same-sex marriage. Additionally, the Supreme Court will have no appellate jurisdiction to hear these cases, either.  In short, the bill makes same-sex marriage an issue to be determined by the states, not the Federal courts.
