Keep Internet Access Free from Taxes

Rep. Campbell Seeks Cosponsors for the Internet Consumer Protection Act
Dear RSC member:

The Internet has been the source of tremendous growth for the economy, commerce and communications. Much of the past and future growth of the Internet is dependent on the unfettered access to it that we now enjoy. We do not need this access restricted by government efforts to tax it. The moratorium instituted by the Internet Tax Freedom Act bans taxes at the federal, state and local level on Internet access or use. It also bans discriminatory Internet taxes such as some proposals to tack a special sales tax on purchases made only on the Internet. 

However, the moratorium is set to expire this year on November 1st, 2007.   I think we have enough experience now with the Internet and what it has done and can do for commerce and communication, that we should make that ban on taxation permanent.  The Internet Consumer Protection Act of 2007, which is identical to last year’s H.R. 4862, would eliminate that expiration and make the ban permanent.  In addition, the bill repeals the taxes that have been grandfathered in by previous iterations of the moratorium.
As in previous Congresses, there will be other bills that extend the moratorium or make the current ban permanent, but this is the only bill to go after all taxes on Internet access, even the grandfathered ones. We don't want to retard the growth or use of the Internet by allowing governments to tax it. Please co-sponsor the Internet Consumer Protection Act and make the Internet more accessible to all citizens.
