Promote Honesty and Ethics on K Street… and in Congress
Dear Colleague:

In order to promote transparency in the lobbying process and to hold Members and staff accountable to upholding the ethical standards of the Congress, I plan to introduce three separate pieces of legislation when the House comes back into session.
1. The Clarity in Lobbying Act:  This bill will require lobbyists to itemize their lobbying disclosure forms to reveal how much they are spending on Member and Committee offices.  Campaign finance regulations show the American public who has spent money to elect Members of Congress.  We should also see who has spent money to persuade Members of Congress.

2. The Keep Lobbying Clean Act:  This legislation would amend lobbying laws to prevent convicted felons from operating in a field where ethics should be preeminent.  
3. The Ethical Disclosure Act:  Members of Congress and staff who meet financial disclosure requirements should also concurrently fill out statements that maintain that they have not violated House rules regarding the taking of gifts, trips, or meals from lobbyists.
