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Franks Comments on State of the Union

“Last night, we heard the President genuinely reach out to the American people and provide a broad agenda and vision for our nation’s future.  

“The President couldn’t have been more accurate in his address.  We are in historic times, and the people of America really should understand how crucial these times are.  This war we are fighting and this radical ideology of terrorism is one that ultimately threatens the Western world and the peace and security of our children and grandchildren.
