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LINDER STATEMENT 

ON PRESIDENT’S STATE OF THE UNION
Lawrenceville, GA – Congressman Linder issued the following statement on the President’s State of the Union address:

“Tonight the President’s address covered two very broad themes--the importance of the United States remaining the world’s economic leader, and spreading democracy and winning the War on Terror.  I applaud the President for his commitment and leadership in the War on Terror.  With the most recent election in Iraq, we can all see that the hard work and sacrifice of American servicemen and women is paying off.  The President said that isolationism is not the answer; he is right.  We need to spread freedom and hope throughout the world to ensure our own safety, and I thank the President for accepting that responsibility.”

“I also agree with the President that we are living in a dynamic world economy, and we will need to find new and innovative ways to remain an economic leader.  However, we must do more than merely continue to lead the world in human talent and creativity.  We must grow and innovate and discard burdensome regulations that restrict hard-working, ambitious Americans and prevent them from succeeding.  That is why I have proposed H.R. 25.  I want to see us scrap the current tax code and move to system that is fair and will promote a global economy that we are so well suited to dominate.”  

“I am disappointed that the President did not choose to tackle the tax code that is shackling our economy, but I find hope in a recent Wall Street Journal poll.  To the question, “Who do you want to see take the role in setting policy for the country--President Bush or Congress?”  Americans overwhelmingly, 49 percent to 25 percent, chose Congress to be in charge of setting policy.  I am committed to join my colleagues in Congress to pass the FairTax and take command of this global economy.  While the President continues to provide strong leadership abroad, Congress will step up to provide strong leadership here at home.”
