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Rep. Barrett Comments on the President's Budget Proposal

 

 

Washington, DC - "The President's budget will fund America's priorities - defending our nation, growing our economy, and protecting our families," said Budget Committee member Representative Gresham Barrett (SC, 3).  "The President's proposals will meet America's needs while maintaining fiscal responsibility and accountability.  We must continue to be good stewards of taxpayer dollars and eliminate waste and abuse in government programs." 

 

Controlling spending has been a top concern of Rep. Barrett's since coming to Congress in 2003.  In fact, he has introduced several pieces of legislation that would rein in out of control spending.  Most recently he introduced the Government Waste Reduction Act, which would slow the growth of government by five percent and reduce the deficit by an estimated $510 billion over five years.  "There is no doubt that we are living through challenging times, we are a nation at war, but we have to stop the federal spending spree.  President Bush understands when it is time to tighten up the purse strings the federal government should be at the front of the line.  He has set the tone and given Congress a good starting point, now it is up to us to act."

 

Barrett also said he is looking forward to listening to Administration officials as they testify before the Budget Committee in the coming weeks. "Of particular interest to my district are those programs involving our nation's energy policies," said Barrett.  "As we move through the budget process I will work with my colleagues to ensure adequate funding levels are maintained for the Environmental Management (EM) program, the SRS' top mission.  Additionally, I expect to gain a better understanding of new proposals including, the Global Nuclear Energy Program (GNEP), as well as the opportunities those programs may present for new missions at the SRS."
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
