Iran Supports Funding Hamas – Do You?

Dear Colleague:

Recently Iran offered to finance a Hamas-run Palestinian Authority despite a U.S. appeal to cut off assistance until Hamas recognizes Israel.  Iran's announcement came during a visit to Tehran of Hamas leader, Khaled Meshaal, who is touring countries in the region in search of financial support.

The Secretary of Iran’s Supreme National Security Council, Ali Larijani, was quoted by the Iranian Students' News Agency as stating, "We will definitely provide financial aid to this government so that they can stand up against the oppression of America."   This was after a recent declaration by Iranian President, Mahmoud Ahmadinejad, when he inexcusably and vehemently stated that, “Israel should be wiped off the map.”

Both Hamas and Iran individually threaten the fragile Middle East peace process. Their collaboration could have devastating effects for the United States, our allies and the peace plan.  

That is why I have introduced legislation, H.Res.707, that condemns Iran for its offer to support the terrorist organization of Hamas and its solicitation of other Arab countries to do the same.  The resolution also condemns the anti-American, anti-Israel statements that have come from various Iranian leaders.
