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WASHINGTON, DC— Congressman Adrian Smith (R-NE) today issued the following statement on the Supreme Court 5-4 ruling to uphold the ban on partial-birth abortions.  In 2003, Congress passed legislation banning partial-birth abortions as inhumane and medically unnecessary procedures.  The law was later struck down by federal judges in California, Nebraska, and New York, clearing the way for today’s ruling.

“As President Ronald Reagan once wrote: ‘we cannot diminish the value of one category of human life — the unborn — without diminishing the value of all human life.’  Today’s decision by the Supreme Court echoes that statement, and I wholeheartedly support the Justices’ decision,” Smith said. 
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
