Barrett Comments on Death of Terrorist Abu Musab al-Zarqawi

“Mr. Speaker, thanks to the swift and precise action of American military forces Abu Musab al-Zarqawi’s reign of terror has ended.  Osama Bin Laden, and terrorists worldwide, should note that there is no house safe enough for them to hide.  
“Terrorists in Iraq should note the events of the last 24 hours are further proof that the Iraqi people want to live free from fear.  Last year, we witnessed the Iraqi people send a strong message to the terrorists at the ballot box; last month, we witnessed their formation of a new Unity government, and today, Prime Minister Maliki announced the completion of his Cabinet.  The American people understand the road to a democratic way of life is not an easy one.  Just as our nation struggled in the beginning, Iraq has difficult and challenging days ahead, but I am confident that with the continued support of coalition forces Iraq will figure out the best way to govern themselves in freedom.  
“Iraq continues to be the central front in the global war on terror.  While al-Zarqawi’s death will not end the violence, it is a severe blow to al Qaeda and further proof that we are winning the war.  It is important that the Iraqi people, American forces, our allies, as well as our enemies, understand that we will stay the course because the security of our nation depends on our willingness to take action against threats before they materialize on our city streets.”
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
