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Congressman Flake: Printing Earmarks in Congressional Record Is Not Enough
Effective Earmark Reform Must Contain Both Transparency and Accountability

Washington, D.C. – Republican Congressman Jeff Flake, who represents Arizona’s Sixth District, today panned House Appropriations Committee Chairman David Obey’s proposal to print earmarks in the Congressional Record before adding them into conference reports.

            “Transparency and accountability have always been the two essential components of effective earmark reform,” said Flake.

“Simply printing earmarks in the Congressional Record is not enough.  Absent a legislative mechanism to remove individual earmarks, Chairman Obey’s proposal lacks accountability.”
Last year, Congressman Flake offered 39 amendments to strike earmarks from appropriations bill.
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
