Bring Accountability to Federal Domestic Spending
Cosponsor the Government Efficiency Act

Dear Colleague:

 

It is no secret that the Federal budget is replete with examples of duplicative, inefficient, and failed Federal agencies and programs. This is a serious problem facing our nation today.

 

A White House review of just a sample of the federal budget identified $90 billion spent on programs that were deemed ineffective, marginally adequate, or operating under a flawed purpose or design.
 

It has become increasingly clear that the status quo cannot address the spending and waste problems that persist within our Federal government. Time and again, we see Congressionally authorized programs become institutionalized, ultimately becoming permanent fixtures with little justification behind their continued existence.  This wastes taxpayer money and ties up precious Federal resources that could be used toward paying down the national debt or funding higher Congressional priorities.

 

As Ronald Reagan observed, the closest thing to eternal life on this earth is a government program.

 

With this in mind, we have introduced legislation to target waste, fraud, and abuse in the Federal government – H.R. 5766, the Government Efficiency Act of 2006 (GEA).

 

GEA would establish a commission to conduct a comprehensive review of domestic agencies and programs and make recommendations for the elimination or realignment of unnecessary programs. GEA requires congressional consideration of the review’s findings under expedited legislative rules. In short, Congress would vote to continue or to stop wasteful spending.

 

By targeting unnecessary Federal programs and agencies, we will send a strong message that we are serious about exercising fiscal responsibility and controlling government spending.
