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Barrett Votes to Protect Life:

Sustains Presidential Veto

Washington, DC – Congressman Gresham Barrett (SC, 3) voted this evening to sustain President Bush’s veto of H.R. 810, the Stem Cell Research Enhancement Act of 2005.  

“My heart goes out to all those struggling with crippling diseases and disabilities, but destroying a human life is not the answer.  The end doesn’t always justify the means,” said Barrett. 
“Let’s be clear – embryonic stem cell research is completely legal, this debate is about whether taxpayer dollars should be used to destroy a potential life.  For me LIFE must supersede all other considerations, especially for the purpose of medical experimentation.  
Barrett has voted in favor of legislation that would facilitate the use of umbilical-cord-blood stem cells in biomedical research and in the treatment of disease. 
“Stem cells derived from adults and umbilical cords are already used in over 60 successful therapies today and hold the most promise for the future.  We have the ability to advance science while protecting life – we do not have to choose between the two.” 
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
