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Price Applauds Passage of Earmark Reform

Washington, DC - Rep. Tom Price (GA-06-R) issued the following statement after passage of earmark reform which brings greater transparency to the legislative process.  The package incorporates a concept that Congressman Price previously introduced (H.Res. 662), requiring the name of the sponsoring member of each earmark.

“For Congress, sunshine is the best disinfectant, and taxpayers deserve a government that will be good stewards of their hard-earned money,” said Price.  “This requires that the government be accountable to its people, transparent in its choices and justify the merits of its actions.  Transparency, accountability, and merit are all hallmarks of an open society and are the hallmarks of this reform package.  Applying those ideals to earmarking will certainly cut government waste and earn the trust of taxpayers.”
