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SHADEGG HAILS PASSAGE OF 

EARMARK REFORM

Rep. Shadegg – “Members of Congress have a responsibility to ensure that every dollar is accounted for, not secretly spent in the dead of night.”

WASHINGTON, D.C. – As federal spending remains a top issue of concern for voters across the country, Congressman John Shadegg hailed the passage of an earmark reform measure passed today in the House.

“In my race for Majority Leader, I stressed the importance of earmark reform,” said Shadegg, who was elected to Congress in 1994. “We were elected to govern because we promised to change the way Washington conducted business. Today’s action on earmark reform marks an important step toward reform.”

The measure changes the House rules in order to require transparency and shed sunlight on the earmarking process. The change will require committees to list all earmarks and their sponsors in each bill that comes before the House. 

“No one can defend opposing this reform. The only possible explanation for voting against this rule change is that a member of Congress wants to be able to secretly spend the taxpayers’ money on personal pork projects without being accountable.”
“Members of Congress have a responsibility to the taxpayer to ensure that every dollar is accounted for, not secretly spent in the dead of night. A smaller government is less susceptible to influence peddling and corruption, and as Republicans we should champion that cause.”
Congressman Shadegg ran for House Majority Leader in January 2006 on a platform of conservative reform that included meaningful change to the earmark process.
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
