Talking points; Support The CLEAN TOWN ACT of 2006
Communities Leading Everyone Away from Narcotics
Through Online Warning Notification
· The war on drugs has slipped to the background in recent years, but it is still a real war that is alive and well. In my district and in many other states our citizens are falling victim to the terrible consequences and ugliness of choosing to use drugs like Methamphetamines (METH). 

· In order to spread the word of warning against METH and other fatal narcotics that are entering our nation, I toured 17 different towns across my district in New Mexico discussing the issue of METH abuse.  These meetings engaged citizens, community leaders, treatment organizations and law enforcement and often raised the concept of establishing a registry for convicted drug dealers. 

· After hearing the concern of my constituents, I have decided to take on their cause that is why I introduced the CLEAN TOWN Act of 2006. 

· Americans have the right to know if drug dealers who will prey on their children live in their neighborhoods.  Congress has acted to notify them if sex offenders are near or around their children.  I believe we can do the same with convicted Felony Drug Dealers.
HR 6155 creates an online database of convicted felony drug dealers which is accessible by local state, and federal law enforcement, and the public.
· Once this registry is operational, members of the public will be able to enter their address or zip code to find out if predators live in their neighborhoods.  In addition, if someone has concerns about a home in their neighborhood, they can look online and find out if a convicted Drug Dealer may live there. 
· HR 6155 The CLEAN TOWN Act of 2006, sets up a three tiered registration process that begins once a criminal is convicted of trafficking, manufacturing, or distributing narcotics is released from prison, for parole or permanently. 
1) 1st time offenders will be registered for 5 years on the online registry, they can avoid registration though cooperating with law enforcement, and prosecution of their criminal associates. 
2) 2nd time offenders will be automatically registered for 10 years
3) 3rd time offenders will be automatically registered for life. 
· Americans cannot stand idly by watching drug dealers and peddlers of poison to operate in our society, and live among us without knowing there is a price for poisoning our families, friends and communities.  
· The registry in HR 6155 will give Americans another weapon to fight back against drug dealers who seek to pollute our neighborhoods and take away our loved ones. This bill will help us keep our children safe from poison, simply by turning on a computer.
