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Congressman Scott Garrett Cites the Need for the Republican Party to Get Back to Basics
 
Washington, D.C.—Today, Congressman Scott Garrett released the following statement:  
"The Republican Party needs to get back to basics. The American people are worried about security - homeland security, job security, financial security, retirement security. We've had job growth and wage growth, record low unemployment and record high homeownership; even falling gas prices, but we haven't been able to make people more secure in their pocketbooks. We've gone five years since 9/11 without a terrorist attack on our soil, but we've been unable to make people feel more secure in their homeland.  And this is because we fail to address, as a party, the issues at the core of their worries. Instead we address symptoms of the insecurity with legislative band-aids that look good -- and do good things -- but put off the ultimate questions to the future.  If we are to reclaim the true mantle of leadership, we have to get Federal spending under control, to continue to chop away at the deficit with a cleaver instead of a knife. We have to address major fiscal disasters looming over the horizon, like Medicare and Social Security.  And we have to make tough choices about protecting our homeland, both at our borders and abroad."
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
