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Franks Celebrates Lighting of Capitol Christmas Tree

WASHINGTON D.C. – Today, Speaker Hastert will switch on the lights of the Capitol Christmas Tree.  For over four decades, this annual tree has been displayed on the West Front Lawn of the Capitol Building.  Since 1995, that tree has been called the “Capitol Holiday Tree” in order to sound politically correct.
