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Rep. Green statement on Iraqi parliamentary elections

WASHINGTON – U.S. Rep. Mark Green (R-Green Bay), a co-founder of the Iraq Victory Caucus in Congress, issued the following statement Thursday as voting in Iraq’s parliamentary elections drew to a close:
