More Freedoms with Greater Transparency:

Let’s Pass the Pence-Wynn 527 Fairness Act!

Dear Colleague:

I am writing to ask you to join me in encouraging House leadership to bring H.R. 1316, the Pence-Wynn 527 Fairness Act of 2005, to the floor in September.

H.R. 1316 would open barriers and allow for more citizen groups to engage in the political process, while at the same time creating an environment of transparency.  This legislation requires 527s to disclose their receipts and expenditures to the Federal Election Commission (FEC) and prevents 527s from accepting contributions from foreign nationals.  Instead of pushing 527s down by applying excessive federal regulations to more political actors, H.R. 1316 lifts up other players in the campaign system like PACs, parties, trade associations, and labor and citizen groups.  This is the exact kind of campaign finance reform we need: more freedoms with greater transparency. 

Please do not let this issue fade out over the summer recess.  Shortly after we return in September, let’s pass the Pence-Wynn 527 Fairness Act of 2005.  If you have any questions, please contact Breana Teubner of my staff (5-2635).
