Congressman Flake Disappointed that Bush Administration Will End Emergency Suspension of Davis-Bacon

Move Will Slow Recovery, Drive Up Costs

Washington, D.C. - Arizona Congressman Jeff Flake, who represents the state’s Sixth District, today expressed disappointment that the Bush Administration has decided to end the temporary suspension of the Davis-Bacon Act in areas damaged by Hurricane Katrina.


“By reinstating Davis-Bacon, recovery projects will be delayed and costs will be inflated,” said Flake.  “Not only should that be unacceptable to victims of Hurricane Katrina, but it ought to be unacceptable to all taxpayers.”

The Davis-Bacon Act can add weeks to federally financed construction projects, and it effectively discriminates against non-union contractors, often driving up costs.  President George H.W. Bush temporarily suspended the Davis-Bacon Act during the recovery from Hurricane Andrew in 1992.
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
