Congressman Flake Introduces Bill to Target Medicare Drug Benefit to Low-Income Seniors

Savings Could Be Used to Offset Hurricane Spending

Washington, D.C. - Arizona Congressman Jeff Flake, who represents the state’s Sixth District, has introduced legislation that would target the Medicare prescription drug benefit to low-income seniors.


“We simply cannot afford to move ahead with a universal drug benefit for all seniors at this time,” said Flake.  “We need to target to benefit to low-income seniors, like President Bush originally proposed.”

Congressman Flake’s legislation (H.R. 3870) would delay the Medicare prescription drug benefit for 2 years for every eligible beneficiary except the lowest income subsidy-eligible seniors.  The lowest income subsidy-eligible seniors would be able to enroll starting January 1st.
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
