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Congressman Flake Continues Push for Legislation to Hold UN Accountable for Oil-for-Food Investigation

Flake Legislation Would Condition a Portion of U.S. Funding for UN on Cooperation, Thorough Investigation

Washington, D.C. - Arizona Congressman Jeff Flake, who represents the state’s Sixth District, today continued his effort to pass legislation (H.R. 4284) that would condition a portion of U.S. funding for the United Nations (UN) on UN cooperation in a complete and thorough investigation of the abuses in the Oil-for-Food program.  Senator John Ensign of Nevada has introduced companion legislation in the Senate.


The Senate Government Affairs Committee is scheduled to hold hearings today on abuses of the Oil-For-Food program.  The House International Relations Committee has scheduled hearings for Wednesday.


“It’s clear that UN officials are not interested in cooperating in a thorough Oil-for-Food investigation,” said Flake.  “Given the UN’s reluctance to be forthcoming, it’s necessary to condition a portion of their funding on it.”
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
