By now we are all aware of the horrific tragedy brought on by Hurricane Katrina.  Many families have lost so much.  Many have very little means to provide for themselves.  As a result, many will have significant trouble with their upcoming health expenses.  

That is why I recently introduced HR 4034, the Keep Gulf Coast Families Healthy Act of 2005.  I hope that you will be able to support this important and necessary legislation for those in need.  

This legislation is modeled after the relief Congress provided New York City residents after September 11.  This legislation will help Katrina victims meet their health care needs in a manner that works best for them.

The Keep Gulf Coast Families Healthy Act of 2005 would allow citizens of the Gulf Coast to deduct their out-of-pocket health expenses.  HR 4034 allows a deduction for 100 percent of medical expenses, not compensated for by insurance or otherwise, for taxpayers who were residing in the Hurricane Katrina disaster area.

The residents of the Gulf Coast region have suffered tremendously in recent weeks.  My legislation will help these citizens and their families meet one of our most important needs.
