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Statement by Chairman Hoekstra on the 9-11 Reform Legislation
 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - U.S. Rep. Pete Hoekstra (R-MI), Chairman of the House Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence and Chairman of the conference committee charged with reconciling House and Senate bills that implement the recommendations of the 9-11 Commission, issued the following statement today:
 
"I genuinely share in the disappointment of my fellow conference leaders, Ranking Member Jane Harman (D-CA), Senator Susan Collins (R-ME) and Senator Joe Lieberman (D-CT), that we were not able to move the 9-11 reform bill forward today.
 
"The four of us worked hard in tough negotiations over the past eight weeks to put together a good bill that made the most sweeping reform of U.S. intelligence since the National Security Act of 1947. Our mission was to craft a bill that creates an effective U.S. intelligence community, a strong military and a safe and secure America, and we felt that the compromise we presented today met those objectives.
 
"Reform of U.S. intelligence is an important issue that is necessary to counter the national security threats of today and can expect to face in the future. I am committed to continuing to work to reform U.S. intelligence, and I look to beginning where we left off as soon as it is possible."
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
