Did you know that honest citizens across our nation use firearms to defend themselves against criminals 2 million times a year? This means that each year, firearms are used 60 times more often to protect the lives of honest citizens than to take lives. Moreover, of the 2 million self-defense cases, more than 200,000 are by women defending themselves against sexual abuse.
Although some of these cases of self-defense occur while at home, the need for protection does not decrease when one travels from home. In fact, as many as one-half million times every year, gun owners will defend themselves while they are away from their homes. Many of these individuals are concealed-carry permit holders. 
This is why I am reintroducing the SAFE Act, which was H.R. 990 in the 108th Congress. This legislation will provide for concealed-carry reciprocity among the states. It provides for state reciprocity for any citizen who is entitled to carry a concealed firearm in, and pursuant to, the law of the state of the person's residence.
The SAFE Act is a positive step towards restoring the Second Amendment right to carry arms for law-abiding citizens in this country - it allows individuals to protect themselves through their Constitutional right to bear arms. I hope you will show your support for the Second Amendment, and the safety of our nations' citizens, by becoming an original cosponsor of this legislation.
