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Dear Colleague:

On March 10, 1983, President Ronald Wilson Reagan signed proclamation 5030, which established the U.S. Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ). With his signature, he effectively doubled the size of the United States at no cost to the federal government. 

The EEZ extends up to 200 miles from the U.S. coastline, including the commonwealths of Puerto Rico and the Northern Mariana Islands, and other U.S. overseas territories, giving the U.S. sovereign rights over all living and non-living resources in these waters, the seabed, and the subsoil.
