Dear Colleague: 

Yesterday, the Supreme Court announced that it will review Elk Grove Unified School District v. Newdow --- the Pledge of Allegiance case.  As you may know, the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals ruled this year that the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance in schools is unconstitutional because the Pledge of Allegiance contains the phrase "one nation, under God."

 

The American Center for Law and Justice (ACLJ) intends to submit an amicus brief to the Supreme Court arguing that the phrase "one nation under God" is a constitutionally-protected patriotic expression, not an affirmation a particular faith.
