The United States Supreme Court recently heard oral arguments in a pair of cases, Van Orden v. Perry and McCreary County, Kentucky v. ACLU, to determine whether displaying the Ten Commandments violated the Establishment Clause of the Constitution. 

 

Moses and the Ten Commandments are symbols of all society’s commitment to live by a guiding set of principles. These principles, which are implicit in the Constitution, represent the ideals on which our founding fathers came to this country and sought to protect through the First Amendment. As Members of Congress, we have a duty to protect these ideals, the vision of our founding fathers, and the binding authority of the Constitution.

 

This week we plan to introduce a resolution recognizing the House’s belief that, despite a contrary Supreme Court ruling against religious liberty, displaying the Ten Commandments does not violate the Establishment Clause and is a constitutionally protected expression of our national heritage. The resolution would authorize the House to post the Ten Commandments in the House Chamber in the event that the Supreme Court rules against religious liberty by refusing to allow the Ten Commandments to be displayed in Van Orden v. Perry and McCreary County, Kentucky v. ACLU.
