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PENCE CALLS FOR MINIMUM WAGE INCREASE BILL TO BE 'JOBS-NEUTRAL'

Washington, D.C. – U.S. Congressman Mike Pence, Chairman of the House Republican Study Committee, issued the following statement today in advance of a possible vote today in the U.S. House to raise the minimum wage:

"House conservatives are disappointed that it appears likely we are going to take up legislation to raise the minimum wage at a time of economic expansion in our country," said Pence. Any proposal containing a minimum wage increase should be jobs-neutral.  If the federal government increases costs for businesses with one hand, it is only right that it reduce costs for businesses with the other."
