H.R. 4659 — To amend the USA PATRIOT ACT to extend the sunset of certain provisions of such Act — as introduced (Sensenbrenner, R-WI) 
Order of Business:  The bill is scheduled for consideration on Wednesday, February 01, 2006.  

Summary:  H.R. 4659 would extend the expiring provisions of Sec. 224(a) of the USA PATRIOT Act (from February 2, 2006 to March 10, 2006). On December 22, 2005, the House and Senate passed S. 2167, which extended the expiring provisions of Sec. 224(a) of the PATRIOT Act for 30 days (to February 2, 2006).  This Senate bill originally included a 6-month extension, but it was amended in the House to only extend the expiring provisions for 30 days. 

Text of H.R. 4659 Bill: 

Section 224(a) of the Uniting and Strengthening America by Providing Appropriate Tools Required to Intercept and Obstruct Terrorism (USA PATRIOT ACT) Act of 2001 (Public Law 107-56; 115 Stat. 295) is amended by striking `February 3, 2006' and inserting `March 10, 2006
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
