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Appropriations Policy Brief

H.R.  3043 — Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education Appropriations Act for FY 2008

Earmarks: 
The Committee Report, on pages 306 to 361, lists more than 1300 Member requested earmarks.
Items of Note:

Title X Family Planning:  Provides $310.9 million for Title X family planning – a $28 million (9 percent) increase over FY2007 and the President’s budget request.
Abstinence Funding:  Provides $136.6 million for Abstinence Education for the Community Based Abstinence Education program – a $28 million (25.7 percent) increase over FY2007 and equal to the President’s budget request.
Ban on Abortion Funding:  Prohibits funds for abortions, except in the case of rape, incest, or the life of the mother (Hyde Amendment).
Conscience Protection for Health Care Facilities:  Prevents local entities from discriminating against health care providers who decline to fund abortions (Hyde-Weldon Amendment).
Ban on Human Embryo Research and Human Cloning:  Prohibits the use of funds for destructive human embryo research and cloning (Dickey-Wicker Amendment).
Medicare Advantage Anti-Discrimination:  Prevents discrimination against Medicare Advantage entities that decline to cover abortions.
National Cord Blood Stem Cell Bank Program:  Provides $4 million for the National Cord Blood Stem Cell Bank Program.  Rep. Smith will likely offer an amendment increasing this amount to $15 million (to the FY2007 authorized amount), which was scored by CBO as budget neutral.
Native American and Native Hawaiian Museum and Library Services:  Includes $911,000 for Native American and Native Hawaiian museum services and $3.6 million for library services to Native Americans and Native Hawaiians.

Corporation for Public Broadcasting (CPB): Includes $420 million for the CPB in FY2010 funding as part of the $21.3 billion in advance appropriations. 
Low Income Home Energy Assistance (LIHEAP): Includes $2.662 billion for LIHEAP ($500.8 million over FY2007 and $880 million over the President’s request).

Job Corps:  Includes $1.6 billion for Job Corps, a “no-cost education and vocational training program administered by the U.S. Department of Labor.”
The Fund for the Improvement of Education (FIE):  $2.05 billion—$47 million or 5 percent above last year and $849 million or 71 percent above last year. 
Pell Grants:  $15.58 billion—$1.92 billion or 14.0 percent above last year and $2.17 billion or 16.2 percent above last year.
