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PENCE INTRODUCES BIPARTISAN 9-11 LEGISLATION

Congressman Joined by 30 Republicans and Democrats in Introducing Bill

Washington, D.C.- U.S. Congressman Mike Pence, a member of the bipartisan 9-11 Caucus in the U.S. House, joined a group of Republicans and Democrats today in introducing legislation that would implement all 41 recommendations of the 9-11 Commission.

Pence joined cosponsors of the bill at a press conference today and made the following remarks:

“This issue needs to go beyond politics.  I still remember very vividly three years ago this Saturday, standing in the sunlight of a September morning in this city, near an elm tree on the Capitol grounds with David Bonier, the Democratic Whip at the time.

“The devastation we witnessed reminded us that we were Americans before we were Republicans or Democrats.  That was the mood of the entire Congress after 9-11 and that is the outlook here today as we work together to help make this country a safer place.

“It is with that spirit today that I ask Congress to proceed with deliberation and enact all 41 recommendations of the 9-11 Commission.  We may disagree on the details but I believe we must agree on the general recommendations. 

“The people of this country believe that they have sent us here to consider the changes that are necessary to advance the security and liberty of the American people; not to write a blank check to independent commissions, but to deliberate.

“God forbid, should a day strike America like that day in September again, or like the days that have struck the people of Russia or Spain, if there has been a lack of deliberation and bipartisanship, the opportunity to thoughtfully consider these proposals will have gone by.”
