New Zogby Poll Shows that Parents disapprove of “comprehensive safe-sex education” 

Want Children to Receive Abstinence-Until-Marriage Education

Dear Colleague:

Proponents of so-called “safe-sex” education would like us to believe that they represent the values and attitudes of America’s parents.  This is simply untrue.  America’s parents overwhelmingly support abstinence-until-marriage education and do not want taxpayer dollars being used to teach their minor children how to become more sexually active.

Today, a new Zogby poll regarding parental attitudes toward so-called “safe-sex education” has been released to the public.

According to the Zogby Poll:


73.5% of parents approve or strongly approve of abstinence-centered sex education.


61.1% of parents disapprove or strongly disapprove of so-called “comprehensive” or "safe sex" education.


75.3% of parents disapprove or strongly disapprove of the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) sex education curriculum.

When parents are accurately informed about what “comprehensive” sex education actually entails, they make it clear that they do not want their children to be inundated with “safe-sex” propaganda.
