Visitor Information and Security Accountability (VISA) Act of 2003

H.R. 3452

The VISA Act of 2003 is a Homeland Security focused bill that will:

· Provide guidance in the development and implementation of the US-VISIT entry-exit system.

· Provide protections from insecure documents such as matricula consular cards or invalid drivers licenses.

· Authorize additional funding for the operation, maintenance, and procurement of aircraft for the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
· Necessitate all those requiring a U.S. Visa interview in person with a consular officer.

· Directs Secretary Ridge to report on his staffing needs at each port of entry and border area.

· Increases penalties for human smuggling.

· Provides for administrative removal of alien terrorists.

· Improves visa term compliance by authorizing and requiring Maintenance of Status/Departure bonds for B1, B2, and F1 visa applicants from non-visa waiver countries.  

· Provides for use of the Army and Air Force at or near a border of the United States.

· Clarifies process and procedures to encourage delivery bond compliance by alien absconders

The bill, H.R. 3452, was introduced Nov. 6, 2003.
