Please join in cosponsoring the United States-Israel Energy Cooperation Act, which we will be introducing next week.   
 
Israel and the US share a strong interest in reducing dependence on petroleum products.  Both are on the cutting edge of scientific research.  With a modest investment, the US government can help encourage the private sector and academia to work for the development of technology to reduce our reliance on oil.  
 
 The legislation builds on existing bi-national efforts, the United States-Israel Binational Science Foundations (BSF) and the United States-Israel Binational Industrial Research and Development (BIRD) Foundation, which have already made possible many scientific breakthroughs in the fields of life sciences, medicine, bioengineering, agriculture, biotechnology and communications.  Now we have the opportunity to focus on energy improvements as well. 
 
 The bill would create a $20 million per year program administered by the Department of Energy to provide grants to joint ventures between US and Israeli businesses and academic researchers for projects committed to developing alternative energy sources, and for projects which make our use of traditional energy sources more efficient.
