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SOUDER STATEMENT ON REAGAN DIME

POTENTIAL FOR CONSENSUS IN SEN. MCCONNELL'S EFFORTS
 
U.S. Rep. Mark Souder released the following statement today relating to H.R. 3633, the Ronald Reagan Dime Act, which Souder introduced on November 21, 2003:
 

"Last year, as a show of support for President Reagan and his monumental legacy, I introduced legislation that would put the image of this great American on the dime.  The 89 cosponsors of the bill, including the House Republican leadership, demonstrate a remarkable level of support for this proposal.  For several reasons - including Mrs. Reagan's opposition - at this time we are not going to pursue any further the idea of replacing FDR on the dime.  I see the potential for a bipartisan consensus in Senator Mitch McConnell's efforts to put the late president's portrait on the ten-dollar bill.  I am dedicated to - and I will support all proposals - honoring President Reagan on our currency.  In the House, I am a cosponsor of Congressman Jeff's Miller's proposed redesign of the half-dollar coin and of Congressman Dana Rohrabacher's redesign of the twenty-dollar bill, both of which would commemorate President Reagan."
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
