Dear Colleague:
 
It is certainly no secret that the federal budget is replete with examples of duplicative, inefficient, and failed Federal agencies and programs. This is a serious problem that burdens that taxpayer and our over regulated economy.
 
It has become increasingly clear that Congress' normal procedures cannot address the spending and waste problems that persist within our federal government.  We understood this when we instituted BRAC to make our military more efficient.  The changes made due to the BRAC process will save billions of taxpayer dollars.  We do not need to reinvent the wheel in order to make government more efficient.  CARFA uses the same model as BRAC, with the rest of the discretionary spending budget.  Time and again, we see temporary authorized programs become institutionalized, ultimately becoming a permanent and growing fixtures at the expense of taxpayers. By cutting out unnecessary Federal programs and agencies, we will send a strong message that we are serious about exercising fiscal responsibility and controlling government spending.
 
The CARFA Act (H.R. 2470) would establish a commission to conduct a comprehensive review of domestic agencies and programs, making recommendations based upon this review for the elimination or realignment of unnecessary programs. These programs would then be subject to an up-or-down vote by Congress. CARFA would establish a disciplined spending review process for non-defense, non-entitlement programs. CARFA would then require congressional consideration of the review's findings under expedited legislative rules. In short, the Congress would retain oversight by voting  to continue or to stop wasteful spending.
