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Today, Congressman Steve Pearce made the following remarks on the 5-year Anniversary of the Iraq War Commencement:

“We have seen tremendous progress by the Iraqi people to form a secure and democratic country.  I continue to view Iraq with cautious optimism, but it is undeniable that the violence has dropped dramatically due in large part to the skill and courage of our armed forces along with the counterinsurgency strategy known as the Surge.  The United States has a vital national security interest in ensuring Iraq is a stable and valuable partner in the War on Terror.  There has been significant progress toward that goal.  As long as our military leaders believe we have role to play in that objective and it is achievable, we should continue to offer our support to the Iraqi people.” 
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
