STOP EARMARKS IN BEACH ACT GRANTS

Support the Flake Amendment to H.R. 2537
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Dear Colleague:

I urge you to vote “Yes” for my common-sense amendment to H.R. 2537, the Beach Act of 2007, being considered on the House floor today.

The Beach Act intends to prevent people from being exposed to polluted coastal recreation waters, and does so by providing formula-based grants to help implement state and local beach monitoring, assessment, and notification programs.

This formula-based grant program has not historically been earmarked.  My amendment maintains the status quo in that regard.
My amendment is simple - it would include a provision in the bill that specifically prohibits the use of funds authorized by this bill for Congressional earmarks.  

This amendment effects no changes to the existing grant program.  It would simply prevent a formula-based grant program from being peppered with Member’s pet projects.  I urge your support.
