"I welcome the President's leadership on this issue and am pleased he has heard the cries of the American people to develop energy here at home.  Oil Shale, along with ANWR, offshore drilling, nuclear power, and alternative fuels represent the future domestic energy independence the American people want and deserve.  For too long we have been on bended knee to foreign potentates, while this country's vast energy sources go undeveloped.  I urge my colleagues to pass HR 6211 and allow the President to put his words today into action as the American people are overwhelmingly demanding.  We can be energy independent.  The time for talk is over.  It is time to act."
