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 OIL SHALE 

A synthetic crude oil can be extracted from oil shale.  The United States is the Saudi Arabia of oil shale with reserves containing about 1.8 trillion barrels of recoverable oil.  These deposits are found in the Green River basin, which covers portions of Colorado, Utah, and Wyoming.  About 70% of this resource is located on federally owned or managed land.

But while our neighbor Canada is going forward full-throttle to develop its tar sands – a similar oil bearing resource – Democrats are throttling oil shale development.  In 2007, Rep. Chris Cannon (R-UT) offered an amendment to the Interior Appropriations Act to free up oil shale development in Utah and Wyoming.  91% of Republicans (including Rep. Tom Feeney) voted for the amendment while 89% of Democrats voted against it.

The amendment failed 204-223.  Another domestic energy source lies dormant while America imports more oil from unstable parts of the world and Americans get pounded at the pump.
