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Sullivan Praises Historic Second Amendment Ruling 
WASHINGTON, D.C. – Today, Congressman John Sullivan released the following statement praising the U.S. Supreme Court’s historic decision in the case District of Columbia v. Heller.  In their 5-4 decision, the Court ruled that the notorious ban on guns in the District of Columbia is unconstitutional and upheld the Second Amendment as a fundamental individual right.  
“I firmly believe the Second Amendment prohibits the federal government from denying law abiding citizens the right to keep and bear arms.  Today’s historic ruling reaffirms the Second Amendment rights of all law abiding Americans and is a significant victory for gun owners and advocates across the country.
“Today’s ruling marks the first time since 1939 that the U.S. Supreme Court has ruled on a Second Amendment challenge to a firearm law.  Prior to the decision, I was pleased to join 250 of my House colleagues in submitting a bipartisan Congressional amicus brief affirming the lower courts ruling that the District of Columbia gun ban was unconstitutional.  In addition, I am proud to be a cosponsor of H.R. 1399, the District of Columbia Personal Protection Act, which will help ensure that District of Columbia residents’ Second Amendment rights are upheld.” 
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
