Hunter Condemns Iranian Missile Test
Washington D.C. – U.S. House Armed Services Committee Ranking Republican Duncan Hunter (R-CA) today condemned Iran’s test of a long-range missile that could reach U.S. allies in the Middle East and Europe.  According to press reports, Iran test-fired a Shahab-3 long-range missile and several shorter-range missiles earlier today. 
Rep. Hunter’s statement follows:

“This is part of Iran’s steady march toward expanding its missile capability, which currently threatens Israel and Turkey, and will, with improvements, be capable of reaching more of our European allies.
“This test renews the urgency of the missile defense projects in Poland and the Czech Republic.  It further highlights the importance of the bilateral agreement we signed with the Czechs yesterday.  This defense system—with a radar in the Czech Republic and interceptors in Poland—will be well positioned to deal with this demonstrated threat.
“This test also underscores the importance of our deep relationship with Israel in the face of such a collective threat, and America’s commitment to continuing the development and fielding of robust missile defenses for the protection of our homeland, forward deployed troops and allies.”  
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
